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1. Entry Arch

This is where guests will enter the event.

Position Title:  Greeter

Purpose: To greet and welcome guests as they arrive.  The volunteer will also direct guests to 
the Welcome Tent where they will receive their official Adventure Base 100 Passport (by 
using a barcode this passport will track all of the experiences they had during the event day).  
One greeter will be responsible for using a hand counter to keep a rough count of the number 
of guests that come through the entrance.
